a. Open the first one, for summary. There are resource tags, which are interactive and allow for cross-listing all of these resources. Eg. Click on biota; this lists all documents within our system which contain info on biota. Really handy tool. 

6. Bibliography: interactive reference for study of Truckee River, with fantastic sorting abilities. 

7. Image Gallery: Looking for more contributors, and more photos. Organization is common sense, and each screen has prompts. Albums, subalbums, items. I took the liberty of adding in shots from the watershed mapserver.
